London auctioncer, prices realised
at sales on the owner's premises
are as much as 30% hicher, than
those obtained in_London. “It is
bevond _doubt _ that oniderabln
more will_be realised in a_ house
sale_than for the same goods at a
wl\llc auction room,” a spokesman
told me.

The reasons for this are many.
Not the least is the attraction which
many old country houses bave for
private buyers. They will flock in
to sec the contents displaved in
own natural surroundines.
rather than in auction rooms. which
are largely attended by dealers. The
private buvers naturally feel nlso
that they will get a square deal if
the owner is a local figure. whereas
public auction gallery th
dealer will always be lhIt to outbid
ordinarv citizens.
